On that occasion, he generally explained an 

overview of the use of 3T MRI technology in the 

health sector. MRI 3 Tesla (3T) is the latest 

technology that provides detailed anatomical 

imaging. Clinically, MR is used for diagnosis and 

treatment and has an ADC value.
